Membership of The Frantastics is by application and payment of an annual membership fee of $20.00. Our membership application form is available from the Membership Co-ordinator or the website.  There is a weekly fee of $2.00 to cover catering and hall rental costs. All communications are by email. 
Rehearsals Full choir rehearsal begins promptly at 1 pm, however, there will often be section rehearsals for parts or soloists from 12:30 pm. Rehearsals finish at 2.40 on Mondays at the Walter Baker Hall, Woy Woy, excluding Public/School holidays.  
SINGING REQUIREMENTS. No auditions are held.  New members are placed at their own discretion in one of 2 Parts viz. Part 1 – ladies who mostly sing melody – music no higher than upper E; Part 2 – ladies/men with middle range voices who can hold harmonies. Bringing some sort of recording device is strongly advised during Monday sessions and these recordings are invaluable for home practice. Parts are revised during section rehearsals and this is the best time to record your part. 

Some songs have simple moves created by the choreography leaders, Pam, Ruth and Helen.  Those who have difficulty standing for an hour’s performance are encouraged to have a chair at the back of the choir for use when necessary. 
ON MONDAYS -Please wear your name tag, bring your $2.00 weekly fee (correct coinage is appreciated) and mark your name on the roll for your section on arrival on Mondays. Apologies and notification of proposed long absences (health issues/holidays) should be sent to Catherine Broady (cath.broady@gmail.com) or phone 0402990917
It is advisable to bring a highlighter and a pencil to mark your music and make any required notes.  Please bring/take home your own mug each week and ensure that your folder has your name and phone number clearly visible in case you forget to collect it.
DO NOT wear  perfume or after shave to rehearsals or performances as it can irritate vocal chords and make breathing difficult for your fellow singers.
